Cwrricwlum Learning

We wunted to share with youw some information ahout what yowr children will he

learning in school this term. Ouwr themed learning for this term is Frozen Kingdoms =g

through which we teach the children ahout the characteristics and featwres of polar é.
regions, including the North and South Poles.

Through the theme the children will engage in a detailed exploration of the
erwironmental factors that shape and influence these environments. Thzchiid,ren,aisxrhawa,pro]ed;w

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Cwriculum Learning continued....

Our Science learning will teach the children ahout electrical circuits, their components and how they
function. We will teach them to recognise how the voltage of cells affects the output of @ circuit and
record, circuits using standard symhols. The children will also learn about programmahle devices,
sensors and monitoring. They will comhbine their learning to design and make programmahble home
devices.

As part of owr Computing learning sessions we will he focusing on creating a pixel pictwre, explaining
that a pixel is the smallest element of a digital image and that binary is used to code and transfer this
data.

In language development our French sessions will be around the understanding of the French words

for different types of houses and their rooms and asking and answering questions using vocabulary
about houses and rooms.

In PSHEE, our learning all about how to look after our money. This will entail the children leaming
what is meant by this as how they can look after it. Owr BRAVE learning will be focused on Islam by
looking at how Hadith guides Muslims through their jowney of life.

In English we will be reading, ‘The Wolf Wilder' by Katherine Rundell ahout a girl called Feo, who is
forced to fell from her home. Our writing will he narrative hased on the setting of the story and
adventure!

In Maths will be looking at Multiplication and, Division and, then moving onto Fractions and decimals.
Ouwr Music learning will be focused on Baroque music and defining some key featuwres of Baroque
music, including recitative, canon, ground bass and fugue.

If you have any concerns or worries ahout yowr child at school, please let us know as soon as
possible so that we can assist. Our primary (and easiest) form of communication is via Class Dojo,
through which we will aim to respond within 24 hours. However, if you need to speak in person the
hest time to talk to us is after school (unless it is wgent) as we are busy settling the children and,
Thank youw very much for your support and cooperation and we look forward, to sharing all the
exciting experiences we have in store with you.
